Throughout our readings today for 
Pentecost Sunday, we see the power-
ful truth that the Holy Spirit gives us 
gifts and guidance in a deeply person-
al way.

As this Easter season comes to a close, let us be at peace and re-
solve to rely more fully on the Holy Spirit as our guide through the
